CONDUIT OR EMT. THE CONDUIT WILL CARRY THE 
NEGATNE (ground) SIDE OF THE CIRCUIT. THE 
SHIELDING IN THE WIRE WILL CARRY THE POSITIVE 
SIDE OF THE PROTECTIVE CIRCUIT. 

3 - WIRES ENTERING THE CONTROL THAT ARE NOT RUN IN 
CONDUIT MUST BE HELD IN PLACE USING A ROMEX OR 
SQUEEZE CONNECTOR.
